1) ABSOLUTELY NO REFUNDS for any one not following the rules or not being able to meet safety standards. 
2) All drivers and pit personnel need to read, abide by and sign the following rule sheet.

3) Any running machine will have an operating tether attached to the operator while the machine is running.
4) Any driver found acting in an unsafe manner will be automatically disqualified with no refund.
5) All decisions made by track officials are final.

6) It is the drivers’ responsibility to read and know the ISR rule book for safety equipment


and class requirements for Hill Drags.
7) All machines will be on a ISR approved jack stand with side shields for warm up, anyone not using an approved jack stand will be disqualified. 

8) Stock class is STOCK per ISR drag rules traction products are allowed.


8a. Snopro 440 & 600 must run in a minimum of improved stock class.


8b. Stock Yamaha Nitros run in proper 700 class Apex’s will run in proper 800 class.
All Turbo and nitrous machines will run in mod class per engine cc.

9) All drivers and pit personnel will attend the drivers meeting and sign the waiver of liability. There will be a mandatory quiet time for final drivers meeting and National Anthem.
10) Absolutely no alcohol allowed in the pits any driver or pit person found drinking will be disqualified with no refund.
11) Improved stock will be a stock appearing sled, internal engine modification, exhaust, carburetion, clutch replacement are allowed. ISR ruling will limit modifications.

12) Modified machines will be required to adhere to all ISR safety guard regulations.
13) The top three finishers in all classes are all subject to technical inspection after the race. Any one found cheating will forfeit their winnings and NOT be refunded their entry fees.

14) All machines must pass technical inspection prior to Saturday morning’s final drivers meeting.

15) All drivers will be required to wear protective ISR vest and Snell approved helmet. All racers will be checked at the staging area. The race will have some vests available for a one time fee of $40.00 per racer. All racers must be fully clothed with no exposed skin.
16) Any driver disrupting the officials during the race will be disqualified with no refund.
17) All drivers will be required to stay in their lane for the entire length of the course and slow down area. If you leave your lane or hit a lane marker you will be disqualified. 
18) All winnings and trophies will be given out at the banquet following the race.
19) We reserve the right to change any rules printed here prior to the event. Any changes will be discussed at the final drivers meeting.
20) A driver will have two minutes to be ready at the starting line unless officials are notified they are having mechanical problem, at that time they will then be allowed five minutes.  

21) During tech inspection any driver that knowing or unknowingly signs up in the wrong class may be disqualified.

22)  Drivers will be allowed one false start per run and second false start will result in disqualification of that class.

23) Driver will be awarded 2 pit passes with registration extra pit passes will be $25.00.
24) No open flame to warm nitrous bottles; they will be disqualified with no refund.
25) All sleds must have six inch numbers of contrasting color on both sides of their hoods.

26) All traction products must be commercially available, long track, traction and non-traction will run in same classes. 

27) The sled warm up area will be discussed at the drivers meeting. After the race is deemed over no sleds on course or hill.

28) All drivers are required to read and understand the rules hereby given and that by signing below the driver and the drivers crew members agree to abide by the rules given. The drivers are asked to make a copy of this signed rules statement for themselves and/or crew members.
